BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES
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This summer, SCD farm planners have been busy working with landowners throughout
Skagit County to install best management practices (BMPS). In June we completed 32
BMPs with 21 landowners utilizing more than $400,000 of cost share. Projects ranged
from manure storage, buffer fencing, gutters and downspouts and drip irrigation, to

manure transfer pumps, winter livestock confinement areas, and waste transfer

infrastructure. We have many more projects planned for this year and next.
